1. Con verbos como acknowledge,  believe, claim, consider, estimate, expect, feel, find, guess, know, know, presume, report, report, rumour, say, suppose, think, understand, etc. se pueden utilizar dos construcciones de pasiva impersonal:

I. ACTIVA REFERIDA A PRESENTES O FUTUROS

Ejemplo 1

ACTIVA: People consider (that) he is dangerous.

PASIVA1: It is considered that he is dangerous.

PASIVA2: He is considered to be dangerous
Ejemplo 2

ACTIVA: People believed he lives alone.
PASIVA1: It was believed that he lives alone.

PASIVA2: He was believed to live alone.

II ACTIVA DE ACCIONES REFERIDAS AL PASADO (todos los tiempos de pasado)
Ejemplo 1

ACTIVA: Some people have believed that the landing on the moon was the biggest lie along the human history
PASIVA1. It has been believed that the landing on moon was the biggest lie along the human history
PASIVA2. The landing on the moon has been considered to have been the biggest lie along the history

Ejemplo 2

ACTIVA: They think (that) he broke his leg.
PASIVA1: He is thought to have broken his leg.

PASIVA2: It is thought that he broke his leg.

Algunas formas verbales:
They say she works hard.
She is said to work hard.

They say she played well.
She is said to have played well.

They said she has done well.
She was said to have done well.

They believe he is having an affair.
He is believed to be having an affair.

They believe he has been having an affair.
He is believed to have been having an affair.

She believes the repairs have been finished.
The repairs are believed to have been finished.
