COEDUCATION

In Britain the exams you must pass to go to university are called A-levels. Statistics suggest that students from single-sex schools do better in these exams than students from schools where boys and girls study together. Only three of the fifty most successful schools in Britain are co-educational, and only fourteen of the top hundred. British teenagers often have problems when they study with the opposite sex, it seems. "A lot of the boys spend their time trying to impress the girls. 

They want to seem fashionable and virile - and they don't want to appear interested in study or academic success", complained one teacher. 

Other teachers claim that some girls who sit passively at the back when boys are present participate actively when the class becomes "girls only". A number of schools have reported such significant improvements since they separated the sexes for certain subjects that the Education Minister has recently called for more single-sex classes.

Teenage boys and girls have different interests and find different topics motivating, it appears. For example, one teacher reported that in his French lessons, although the boys were interested in the vocabulary for talking about World Cup football, the girls were very uninterested: "They just sat there looking bored." And in literature the unfortunate fact is that girls like some books and boys like others. "But we don't believe in segregation for all subjects, "says one headteacher, "Despite all the statistics, the truth is that at university and in the world of work our students will encounter both sexes".
